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User instructions 
 

 Unpack the buffet cabinet and remove the packing material according to the 
environmental regulations. 

 The buffet cabinet should be thoroughly cleaned before the first use. Follow the 
instructions in section 6 “Cleaning instructions”. 

 Place the buffet cabinet on an even surface.  

 When placing the buffet cabinet, make sure there is enough space from both sides 
to open the glass doors. 

 Do not locate the buffet cabinet in the place exposed to the direct sunlight. 

 Do not store perishable products in the buffet cabinet. 

 The base of the buffet cabinet is permanently fixed, glass shelves can be removed. 
Both surfaces can be used to present relevant food products.  

 Prepare appropriate food products and place them on the base / shelf area. 

 

 
 

 

 To remove the presented food products, open relevant glass door from the 
front or rear. 
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 The glass door can be locked in the open 
position, which is served by two locks at each 
glass door. 

 Soft buffers protect the door against 
strong impact if it suddenly drops down. 

 
 
 

Cleaning instructions 
 

 Remove the shelf.  

 Clean the shelf and interior and exterior of the buffet cabinet with a soft, wet, lint-
free cloth or sponge. Finally, dry all cleaned surfaces with a soft, lint-free cloth.  

 In case of strong contamination, use a mild cleaning agent. 

 Never use harsh or coarse cleaning agent which may scratch the surface of the 

buffet cabinet. 
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
