Safety

This instruction manual contains information about installation, operation and
maintenance of the appliance and constitutes an important source of information
and reference guide. The knowledge of all operational and safety instructions
included in this manual is a prerequisite for safe and proper handling of the
appliance. Additionally, accident prevention, occupational health and safety, and
legal regulations in force in the area the appliance is used apply.

Before you start using the appliance, especially before turning it on, read this
instruction manual in order to avoid personal injuries and property damages.
Improper use may cause damage.

This instruction manual forms and integral part of the product and must be stored in
an immediate vicinity of the appliance and be available at all times. The instruction
manual should be transferred together with the appliance.

1 Safety

This appliance has been manufactured in accordance with technical standards
currently in force. However, the appliance may be a source of hazards if used
improperly or contrary to its intended purpose. All persons using the appliance must
consider information included in this instruction manual and observe safety
instructions.

1.1 Explanation of Signal Words

Important safety instructions and warning information are indicated in this
instruction manual with appropriate signal words. You must strictly follow the
instructions, to prevent accidents, personal injuries and property damages.

1.2 Safety instructions

Electrical Current

» Too high a mains voltage or incorrect installation may cause electric shock.

» The appliance may be connected only if data on the rating plate correspond with
the mains voltage.

« To avoid short-circuit, the appliance should be kept dry.

» If there are malfunctions during operation, disconnect the appliance from the
power supply.

* Do not touch the appliance’s plug with wet hands.

* Never take hold of the appliance if it has fallen into water. Immediately
disconnect the appliance from the power supply.

* Any repairs or housing opening may be carried out by professionals and
relevant workshops only.

+ Do not transport the appliance, holding it by the power cord.

» Do not allow the power cord to come into contact with heat sources or sharp
edges.

» Do not bend, pinch nor knot the power cord.
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Safety

Always completely unwind the power cord.
Never place the appliance or other objects on the power cord.
Always take hold of the plug to disconnect the appliance from the power supply.

Check the power cord regularly for damage. Do not use the appliance if the
power cord is damaged. If this cable is damaged, it must be replaced by
customer service or a qualified electrician in order to avoid dangers.

Flammable Materials

Never subject the appliance to contact with high temperature sources, e.g.:
oven, furnace, open flame, heat generating devices, etc.

To avoid fire hazard, clean the appliance regularly.

Do not cover the appliance with, e.g., aluminium foil or cloths.

Use the appliance only with materials designated to this end and with correct

temperature settings. Materials, groceries and left-overs remaining in the
appliance may catch fire.

Never use the appliance near flammable or inflammable materials, e.g.: petrol,
spirit, alcohol, etc. High temperature triggers evaporation of these materials,
and, as a result of contact with sources of ignition, an explosion may occur.

An unintended use may lead to personal injuries or property damages caused by
hazardous voltage, fire or high temperature. The appliance may only be used to
perform tasks described in this instruction manual.

The following is an unintended use:
— Cooking soups,
— Preparing other foods and beverages;

— Heating-up flammable, hazardous to health and volatile, etc. liquids and
materials.

Mark and note the scope of damage in shipping
documents/consignment list of the shipping company and lodge a complaint.

Transport, Packaging and Storage

3.2 Packaging

Do not dispose of the appliance cardboard box. It may be used to store the
appliance when relocating or when shipping the appliance to our service point in the
case of any damages.

4.3 Functions of the Appliance

The appliance is designed for keeping the prepared food (soups, stews, etc.) warm.
The soup kettle operates as bain-marie. Foods are kept warm at the set
temperature, by electrically heated bain-marie.

5 Installation and operation
5.1 Installation
Unpacking / Positioning

» Unpack the appliance, remove all external and internal packaging elements and
shipment safeguards.

& CAUTION!

Choking hazard!

Prevent children from accessing package materials, for instance: plastic
bags and EPS.

+ If the appliance is covered with a protective film, remove it. Remove the film
slowly, so no glue residues are left. Remove any glue residues with the use of a
suitable solvent.

» Be careful not to damage the rating plate and warning labels fixed on the

appliance.
* Never place the appliance in humid or wet environment.

» Place the appliance in a way making the connections easily accessible, so that
they may be quickly disconnected if such a need arises.

» The appliance should be placed on surfaces that are:

— even, with sufficient bearing capacity, resistant to water, dry and resistant
to high temperatures;

— sufficiently large, and thus enabling usage of the appliance with no
problems;

— easily accessible;
— well ventilated.

* Maintain sufficient clearance from table edges. The appliance might turn over
and fall down.

* Leave at least 20 cm clearance from flammable walls and items.

« Verify if technical data of the appliance (see rating plate) correspond with the
local electric power grid specification.

» Connect the appliance to a single, properly grounded mains socket with
protective contact. Do not connect the appliance to a multi-socket.

* The power cord should be laid in a way preventing anyone from threading on it
or tripping against it.

5.2 Operation

Appliance Description

The soup kettle consists of a heated external tank with thermostatic regulation,
removable stainless steel inner pot and ring holder, which is set on the external tank
as its top part.

The appliance has a stainless steel cover with two thermally insulated handles. The
lid of the soup pot has a hinged lid with a spoon hole.

The hinged lid may be locked in two different positions:
closed: for fast and energy-saving heating up
folded to the side: for serving and filling with food

Appliance Preparation

1. Remove the lid and ring holder from the appliance, and remove the inner pot.

2. Prior to first use, thoroughly clean all components, observing instructions in
section 6 'Cleaning'.

3. Thoroughly dry all cleaned elements.

Keeping Food Warm
The soup kettle operates as bain-marie. Foods are kept warm by electrically heated
bain-marie.

ATTENTION!

Do not switch the soup kettle on and/or do not use it with an empty/dry
external tank.
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Installation and operation

1. Pour approx. 1 litre of water into the pot.

HINT!

Do not fill the external tank with more than 1 litre of water, as otherwise
water will overflow when inserting the inner pot.

To reduce the heating-up phase, you may use hot water. When using cold
water, it needs to be heated longer.

2. Fill the inner pot (a) with the required food. VA ™

Only fill the inner pot with food up to the upper
mark.

3. Place the inner pot (a) in the centre of the
handle ring and pull it upwards. !

4. Then place the filled inner pot (a) with the 8
handle ring in the outer pot (8).

5. Place the lid on the soup kettle.

6. Plug the device into a suitable single socket.

7. Select suitable temperature for the food. To do this, turn the energy regulator
clockwise.

The temperature may be set within the range of 50 °C — 95 °C.
The red heating indicator light will be on.

When the set temperature is reached, this indicator light goes off and comes on
again when the temperature drops and the machine reheats the water in the outer
tank.
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At the maximum temperature setting, food is heated to approx. 80 °C. You can set a
lower temperature by turning the energy regulator down.

Installation and operation

HINT!

The heating up time depends on the amount of the content and the
temperature of food, as well as on water temperature in the external tank.

8. Only open the hinged lid of the soup pot when serving food.

9. To add food, remove the lid using both handles of the soup pot.

10. Rotate the energy controller to '0' position.

11. Disconnect the device from the socket (pull the plug!) if it is no longer in use.

Dry-Run Protection

The appliance is equipped with the dry-run protection.

In case of accidental start-up without water or with its insufficient amount, the
protection will be activated and the appliance will be automatically switched off.

In such a case, switch the appliance off and leave it to cool down.
When cooled, fill the external tank with fresh water and start using the appliance as
usual.
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Cleaning

6 Cleaning

6.1 Safety Instructions for Cleaning

» Before cleaning, disconnect the appliance from the power supply.
+ Leave the appliance to cool down completely.

» Make sure water does not enter the appliance. Do not immerse the appliance in
water or other liquids during cleaning. Do not clean the appliance with a
pressurized water jet.

» Do not use any sharp or pointed, nor metal implements (knife, fork, etc.). Sharp
or pointed implements may damage the appliance, and when in contact with live
parts, they may cause electric shock.

» For cleaning, do not use any scouring agents that contain solvents nor corrosive
cleaning agents. They may damage the surface.

6.2 Cleaning

1. Clean the appliance daily.
ATTENTION!
The external tank, inner pot and ring holder should be basically cleaned

after each use, as overflowing food, as well as spices and salts in them are
aggressive and may damage materials.

2. Remove the lid from the appliance and remove the inner pot from the external
tank using the ring holder.

3. Empty the inner pot.

4. Clean thoroughly the lid, ring holder and inner pot with warm water, a mild
cleaning agent and a soft cloth or sponge.

5. Rinse cleaned elements in fresh water.

6. Empty the external tank only when the water in it has cooled down, as otherwise
there is a risk of scalding!

7. Use a soft, damp cloth to wipe the inside and the outside surface of the external
tank.

8. Finally, dry thoroughly all cleaned parts.
