4.3 Functions of the appliance 
 
 

The ice cabinet is designed for storing ice cream for preparation of desserts in 
professional kitchens. 
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5 Installation and operation 
 
 

5.1 Installation 
 
 

Unpacking / Positioning 

• Unpack the appliance, remove all external and internal packaging elements and 
shipment safeguards. 

 CAUTION! 

Choking hazard! 

Prevent children from accessing package materials, for instance: plastic 
bags and EPS. 

 
• If the appliance is covered with a protective film, remove it. Remove the film 

slowly, so no glue residues are left. Remove any glue residues with the use of a 
suitable solvent. 

• Be careful not to damage the rating plate and warning labels fixed on the 
appliance. 

• Never place the appliance in humid or wet environment. 

• Place the appliance in a way making the connections easily accessible, so that 
they may be quickly disconnected if such a need arises.

Preparation of the Appliance 

1. Clean the appliance, containers and bars before the first use according to 
instructions included in section 6 “Cleaning”. 

2. Finally, dry the appliance and accessories thoroughly. 

3. insert the bars and place containers on them.  

4. Tightly close the appliance lid. 

5. Plug the appliance into a suitable single grounded socket. 

6. Switch the appliance on, setting the ON/OFF switch at the rear wall of the 
appliance to “I” position.

7. The appliance will be cooled down to the factory pre-set temperature.  
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8. Ice cream should be placed in the appliance only when it reaches the right 
temperature.

Setting the Selected Temperature (Selected Value) 

You may set the temperature in the range of -18 °C and -25 °C.  

To set or change the selected temperature value:

– Use  button to confirm the set temperature value. 

 
If no button is pressed within the next 10 seconds, the digital display will show 
current temperature inside the appliance.

6 Cleaning 
 
 

6.1 Safety Instructions for cleaning 
 
 

• Before cleaning, disconnect the appliance from the power supply. 

• Leave the appliance to cool down completely. 

• Make sure water does not enter the appliance. Do not immerse the appliance in 
water or other liquids during cleaning. Do not clean the appliance with a 
pressurized water jet. 

• Do not use any sharp or pointed, nor metal implements (knife, fork, etc.). Sharp 
or pointed implements may damage the appliance, and when in contact with live 
parts, they may cause electric shock. 

• For cleaning, do not use any scouring agents that contain solvents nor corrosive 
cleaning agents. They may damage the surface. 
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6.2 Cleaning 
 
 

1. Clean the appliance regularly. 

2. Open the glass lid. 

3. Remove the ice cream containers from the appliance and store them in the 
mean time in a freezing drawer or in a freezer. 

4. Wash the ice cabinet and the glass lid from the inside with warm water, using 
soft cloth and mild washing agent. 

5. Wipe the washed surfaces with a cloth moistened in clean water and dry 
thoroughly. 

6. Wipe the appliance housing, the display surface and the glass lid from the 
outside with a soft cloth and damp cloth. 

7. Finally, dry thoroughly all cleaned surfaces. 

8. Leave the glass lid open for the appliance to dry completely. 

9. Wash the bars and containers thoroughly under warm water with the use of a 
mild washing agent.  

10. Rinse the bars and containers thoroughly in clean water and then dry 
thoroughly. 

 
NOTE: The containers and ice cabinet should be cleaned regularly from 
inside with a food-grade cleaning disinfectant.
