Safety

This instruction manual contains information about installation, operation and
maintenance of the appliance and constitutes an important source of information
and reference guide. The knowledge of all operational and safety instructions
included in this manual is a prerequisite for safe and proper handling of the
appliance. Additionally, accident prevention, occupational health and safety, and
legal regulations in force in the area the appliance is used apply.

Before you start using the appliance, especially before turning it on, read this
instruction manual in order to avoid personal injuries and property damages.
Improper use may cause damage.

This instruction manual forms and integral part of the product and must be stored in
an immediate vicinity of the appliance and be available at all times. The instruction
manual should be transferred together with the appliance.

1 Safety

This appliance has been manufactured in accordance with technical standards
currently in force. However, the appliance may be a source of hazards if used
improperly or contrary to its intended purpose. All persons using the appliance must
consider information included in this instruction manual and observe safety
instructions.

1.1 Explanation of Signal Words

Important safety instructions and warning information are indicated in this
instruction manual with appropriate signal words. You must strictly follow the
instructions, to prevent accidents, personal injuries and property damages.

1.2 Safety instructions

Electrical Current

+ Too high a mains voltage or incorrect installation may cause electric shock.

* The appliance may be connected only if data on the rating plate correspond with
the mains voltage.

» To avoid short-circuit, the appliance should be kept dry.

» If there are malfunctions during operation, disconnect the appliance from the
power supply.

* Do not touch the appliance’s plug with wet hands.

* Never take hold of the appliance if it has fallen into water. Immediately
disconnect the appliance from the power supply.

* Any repairs or housing opening may be carried out by professionals and
relevant workshops only.

+ Do not transport the appliance, holding it by the power cord.

* Do not allow the power cord to come into contact with heat sources or sharp
edges.

» Do not bend, pinch nor knot the power cord.
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Safety

Always completely unwind the power cord.
Never place the appliance or other objects on the power cord.
Always take hold of the plug to disconnect the appliance from the power supply.

Check the power cord regularly for damage. Do not use the appliance if the
power cord is damaged. If this cable is damaged, it must be replaced by
customer service or a qualified electrician in order to avoid dangers.

The appliance is intended for operation in maximum ambient temperature of
40 °C and relative humidity of 75%.

1.4 Unintended Use

An unintended use may lead to personal injuries or property damages caused by
hazardous voltage, fire or high temperature. The appliance may only be used to
perform tasks described in this instruction manual.

The following is an unintended use:

— Storing flammable or explosive objects and liquids, such as ether,
petroleum or adhesives;

— Storing explosive materials, like sprays filled with flammable propellants;
— Storing pharmaceutical products or preserved blood;
— Storing live pets.

3.1 Delivery Check

Immediately upon reception, check the delivery for completeness and possible
shipping damage. In the case of visible transport damage refuse to accept the
appliance or accept it conditionally. Mark and note the scope of damage in shipping
documents/consignment list of the shipping company and lodge a complaint.
Concealed damage must be reported immediately upon its discovery, as
compensation claims may only be filed within applicable time limits.

If you find that parts or accessories missing, please contact our Customer Service

Transport, Packaging and Storage

3.2 Packaging

Do not dispose of the appliance cardboard box. It may be used to store the
appliance when relocating or when shipping the appliance to our service point in the
case of any damages.

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4.3 Functions of the Appliance

Installation and operation

The refrigerated cabinet has been designed for cooling and storage of suitable
beverages and food. Equipped with a practical glass door will save time and
energy, since before opening the door you can see what is inside — the refrigerated
cabinet is perfect for both the pantry and the kitchen, as well as in various customer
zones, such as shops, canteens, rooms for guests or petrol stations.

5 Installation and operation
5.1 Installation
Unpacking / Positioning

» Unpack the appliance, remove all external and internal packaging elements and
shipment safeguards.

A CAUTION!

Choking hazard!

Prevent children from accessing package materials, for instance: plastic
bags and EPS.

+ If the appliance is covered with a protective film, remove it. Remove the film
slowly, so no glue residues are left. Remove any glue residues with the use of a
suitable solvent.

» Be careful not to damage the rating plate and warning labels fixed on the
appliance.

* Never place the appliance in humid or wet environment.

» Place the appliance in a way making the connections easily accessible, so that
they may be quickly disconnected if such a need arises.

» The appliance should be placed on surfaces that are:

— even, with sufficient bearing capacity, resistant to water, dry and resistant
to high temperatures;

— sufficiently large, and thus enabling usage of the appliance with no
problems;

— easily accessible;
— well ventilated.
+ Do not place the appliance in direct sunlight or in the vicinity of heat sources

(cooker, radiator, heating devices, etc.). Heat sources may negatively affect
power consumption, and restrict functions of the appliance, too.
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* Place the appliance so that sufficient air circulation is ensured. Leave 10 cm
clearance from walls and other objects.

» In order to avoid damage to the compressor, do not tilt the appliance more than
45° when positioning or transporting it.
» If the appliance is to be relocated, follow the instructions below:
— switch the appliance off;
— disconnect the plug from the socket;
— take out contents of the appliance;
— tape firmly all loose elements in the internal chamber and tape the door;
— the appliance may only be transported in vertical position.

Installation and operation

+ Two front feet of the appliance may be adjusted through screwing in/out so that
the appliance stands stable.

IMPORTANT!
The appliance is not suitable for built-in installation.

Power supply connection
« Verify if technical data of the appliance (see rating plate) correspond with the

local electric power grid specification.

» Connect the appliance to a single, properly grounded mains socket with
protective contact. Do not connect the appliance to a multi-socket.

* The power cord should be laid in a way preventing anyone from threading on it
or tripping against it.

+ If the appliance was stored or transported vertically, leave it standing
horizontally for 12 hours before it is connected to electric power.

» Following an electric power outage, wait at least 3 minutes before reconnecting
the appliance to prevent a damage to the compressor.

5.2 Operation

Tips for the user

Shelves may be positioned at various heights. Arrange them adequately to the
size of beverage/containers with food product, so that the inner space of the
appliance is used optimally.

Beverages and food products in containers should be arranged on the shelves
so that proper distances between them allow for sufficient air circulation inside
the appliance. Insufficient distances hinder the cooling effect.

To limit loss of cold air minimize the opening time of door during operation. Also,
do not open the door too frequently.

If possible, in the event of a sudden power failure, avoid opening doors in order
to avoid loss of cool air.

The power supply to the refrigerator should not be interrupted for more than
10 minutes.

If the appliance is switched off for a longer period of time, the door of the
refrigerator should remain open.

Storing food in the refrigerator

For your appliance to operate the best way, follow the indications below:

When inserting the food products, pay attention to free air circulation inside the
appliance.

Food products or beverages should first be cooled to the suitable storage
temperature.

If the food products are not cooled sufficiently prior to storing, the operating
efficiency of the appliance deteriorates and it may negatively influence the
cooled food products. Thus, avoid storing food products in rooms that are not
cool, for the cold might be lost when they are inserted in the refrigerator.

The food products stored in the refrigerator should be packaged or covered.

The food products with specific aromas, e.qg.: fresh fish, foie gras, cheese,
should be stored in properly closed containers.

Do not store bananas in the refrigerator because they are sensitive to low
temperatures.

Before First Use

1. Prior to first operation, clean the appliance and its equipment according to

instructions in section 6 'Cleaning’.
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To end with, dry the appliance and accessories thoroughly.

Place shelves in the appliance so that they fit the height of stored items.
Close the appliance door.

Plug the appliance into a suitable single socket.

Before first use, set the temperature controller to the lowest setting '7' and leave
it for 3—4 hours before you place any beverages or food in the appliance. Follow
the instructions in section 'Temperature Control'.

7. Then, you can set the temperature.

Control Elements

Set temperature with the use of temperature controller (2, Fig. 2). It is located inside
of the appliance.

Temperature Control

1. Rotate the temperature controller (2) clockwise to the selected position.
The temperature may be set steplessly to a position in the range of 1 to COLD.
— position '1' is for the highest temperature setting
— position 'COLD' is for the lowest temperature setting.

NOTE!
The optimum temperature for storing food and beverages is 6°C. If you

cannot maintain the temperature for storing food and beverages, they may
turn.

2. To switch the appliance off, set the temperature controller (2) to 'OFF' position.

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Manual Defrosting

Cleaning and Maintenance

The appliance must be defrosted manually in regular intervals.

1. Disconnect the appliance from mains power supply.

Remove beverages and food from the appliance and store them temporarily in a
cool room.

3. Leave the appliance open for some time.

Condensed water drips onto the condensed water drip tray. It is located on the
bottom, behind the compressor and condenser.

The defrost water evaporates automatically (for this a hot gas line is routed through
the condensed water drip tray).

LED Lighting

The appliance is equipped with interior LED lighting. If needed, it can be switched
on or off with the ON/OFF switch inside the appliance.

6 Cleaning and Maintenance

6.1 Safety Instructions for Cleaning

» Before cleaning, disconnect the appliance from the power supply.
» Leave the appliance to cool down completely.

+ Make sure water does not enter the appliance. Do not immerse the appliance in
water or other liquids during cleaning. Do not clean the appliance with a
pressurized water jet.

» Do not use any sharp or pointed, nor metal implements (knife, fork, etc.). Sharp
or pointed implements may damage the appliance, and when in contact with live
parts, they may cause electric shock.

» For cleaning, do not use any scouring agents that contain solvents nor corrosive
cleaning agents. They may damage the surface.
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Cleaning and Maintenance

6.2 Cleaning

1. Clean the appliance regularly.

2. Remove all objects from the appliance and store them temporarily in a cool
room.

3. Remove all shelves from the appliance.

4. Clean the shelves with mild washing agent and soft cloth or sponge in warm
water.

5. Rinse the shelves with clean water and dry thoroughly with soft cloth.

NOTE!
Never use hot water to clean the appliance.

6. Wipe the internal and external surfaces of the appliance with a soft, damp cloth.
Use mild cleaning agent if required.

7. Wipe the washed surfaces with a cloth moistened in clean water.
8. Finally, dry thoroughly all washed surfaces.

9. The interior of the appliance should be wiped regularly (once a month) with a
food-grade disinfectant.

10. Clean the door and the door seal of the appliance with a soft, damp cloth and
mild cleaning agent. To end with, dry the door and door seal thoroughly.

11. After cleaning, leave the door open for the appliance to dry completely.

12. If the appliance is not to be used for a longer period of time, clean it according to

the instructions above. Leave the appliance open to prevent generation of
unpleasant odours inside.

Maintenance

We recommend you to have the appliance serviced at least once a year; if needed,
we recommend entering into a service agreement.

The following operations should be regularly performed by a qualified specialist:

— cleaning the condenser with suitable tools (vacuum cleaner or soft
brush);

— checking of electrical connections;
— checking of the thermostat and the sensor;
— checking of door and door seal.
