Electrical Current

» Too high a mains voltage or incorrect installation may cause electric shock.

* The appliance may be connected only if data on the rating plate correspond with
the mains voltage.

* To avoid short-circuit, the appliance should be kept dry.

» If there are malfunctions during operation, disconnect the appliance from the
power supply.

» Do not touch the appliance’s plug with wet hands.

* Never take hold of the appliance if it has fallen into water. Immediately
disconnect the appliance from the power supply.

5.1 Installation

=\@ Unpacking / Positioning

» Unpack the appliance, remove all external and internal packaging elements and
shipment safeguards.

A CAUTION!

Choking hazard!

Prevent children from accessing package materials, for instance: plastic
bags and EPS.

« If the appliance is covered with a protective film, remove it. Remove the film
slowly, so no glue residues are left. Remove any glue residues with the use of a
suitable solvent.

» Be careful not to damage the rating plate and warning labels fixed on the
appliance.

Connection

Electrical connection of the appliance to mains power supply must be executed
by a qualified electrician, according to international, national and local
regulations in force.

Verify if the technical specification of the appliance (see the rating plate)
corresponds to the characteristics of the local electric mains grid.

The power cord should be laid in a way preventing anyone from threading on it
or tripping against it.

5.2 Operation

A WARNING!

Risk of scalding!

The appliance housing and taps heat up considerably during operation.
Do not touch the hot device during its operation.

Risk of scalding!

Steam and mulled wine coming out of the taps are very hot and may
cause burns to hands, arms and face when poured.

When pouring, never keep your hands under the taps.

Clean the appliance, suction hoses, hoses connectors and drip tray before the
first use according to instructions included in section 6”Cleaning”.

The appliance and entire equipment must be thoroughly dried.

Connect the suction hoses to a suitable container of mulled wine (e.g. a canister
or a bag-in-box).

Place the containers with the appropriate drinks on the left and right side of the
machine.

Remove the drip tray from the drawer and place it under the taps.
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1. Connect the machine to the power supply and switch it on.

2. Place appropriate dishes under the
taps (glass, mug).

3. Start the device with use of main
ON/OFF switch.

The green operation indicator light will
come on.

4. Start the ON/OFF pump switches.
5. Open the taps.

6. Wait for the drink to start flowing
from the tap.

7. Close the taps.

After approx. 5 min., the device is
ready to pour the mulled wine.

8. Pour the drink according to needs and serve.
9. When the device is not in use, make sure that the taps are closed.

10. Switch the device off with the main switch and disconnect from the power supply
(push the OFF switch!).
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Cleaning

6 Cleaning

6.1

Safety Instructions for Cleaning

Before cleaning, disconnect the appliance from the power supply.
Leave the appliance to cool down completely.

Make sure water does not enter the appliance. Do not immerse the appliance in
water or other liquids during cleaning. Do not clean the appliance with a
pressurized water jet.

Do not use any sharp or pointed, nor metal implements (knife, fork, etc.). Sharp
or pointed implements may damage the appliance, and when in contact with live
parts, they may cause electric shock.

For cleaning, do not use any scouring agents that contain solvents nor corrosive
cleaning agents. They may damage the surface.

6.2 Cleaning

1. Clean the appliance regularly after the end of each working day, or more

frequently if needed.

2. The system should be cleaned daily according to the following cleaning process:

— Mix a commercially available pourer cleaner with water. Observe
instructions of the cleaning agents' manufacturer.

— Process the pouring with the cleaning solution as for normal pouring.
— Open the taps, until the cleaning solution starts to flow out.

— Close the taps.

— Leave for 45 minutes so that the agent starts acting.

— Finally, rinse the system with at least 5 litres of clean water.

— Use the PH test to check whether the cleaning agent is still present in the
water. If so, flush the system again.
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3. Clean the machine with warm water, a soft cloth and a mild cleaning agent.
Wipe with a clean cloth.

4. Empty the drip tray. Clean the drip tray with warm water and mild cleaning
agent. Rinse with clear water.

5. The washed surfaces and entire equipment must be thoroughly dried after
washing.

When you leave the device unused for a longer time, clean it thoroughly
according to the instructions. Store in a dry, clean, frost free place and out
of the sun, away from the reach of children. Do not place any heavy
objects on the appliance.
